The
Jaycees posts raised his profile in Kentucky and led to his first job in state government, as chief assistant to Gov. Bert T. Combs from 1959 to 1961. His
network of Jaycees colleagues throughout the state helped him in his first political race for the State Senate in 1965. He was elected after winning the
Democratic primary by 305 votes. Two years later, he was elected lieutenant governor after winning that primary by 631 votes. He served under a
Republican governor, Louie B. Nunn. Sen. Ford is survived by his wife, Jean; his children, Shirley Dexter and her husband, Bill, and Steven M. Ford and his
