Jealousy does not protrude its forked tonsuo
at tho artist who produces o connonplace palntine. ¥hotsocver you write, or
paint, or play, or sin~, or bulld, no one will strivo to surpass or to slander
yu, unless your work bo stamped with the scal of sonius. Lon~, long after a
gsroat work or a good worlk has hoon done, thoso who are disappointed or onvious
continuc to cry out that it camnot be done. Spitoful little voices in tho
domain of art were raised arainst our own Yhistler as o nountobanl, long after
the bir world had ascclaoimed him its sreoatest artistic ronius. Zjultitudos
flocked to Bayrouth to worship at the nusical shrinc of 'agnor, whilc tho little
sroup ofthosc whon he had dethroncd and displacod argued onerily that he was
no musicion at all. The little world continucd to protest that Fulton could
never build a stoamboat, while the big world flocked to the river banks to sce
ais boat stcan by. Tho leader is assailed bocausc he is a lcader, ond the
offort to oqual hin is mercly added proof of thot leadorship, Failing to oqual
or to cxgcol, the follower scoks to deprociate and to dostroy - but only confirms
once norc the superiority of that which he strives to supplant. Therc is
nothine now in this. I% is as old as the world ond os old as the hunan passions-
envy, foear, nrecd, ambition, and %the desirc to surpass. And it sll avails
anthingne. If the leader truly lcads, he romains - the loader. HMastor-poot,
nastor-painter, mastor-workmon, cach in his turn is assailed, and cach holds his
laurels tarouth the o~os. That which is zood or mroat makes itself known, no
matter how loud tho clamor of denial, That which deosorves to live -~ lives.
