£o offer "tho last full moasure of devotion" if thot
boeunmcs the only choico. But it is here, net e¢lsc-
where, that we must first £ive proof of cur high
rogolution "thet povernment of the people, by the peoplo
and. for tho poople shell not perish fromtho eorth®. 1p
liberty survives enmd is porfected hero, it will not die
