Dick West's father died recently and Dick wrote a letter to
me a few days later and said "coming home from the funeral a person
is neturally pretty low and it seemed an act of God that when I opens=
ed my mail box I found the Log which was almost as good as having vyou
men with me at the time. To appreciate how I felt, I wish you would
again turn to the last page of the Log and re-read the editorial from
the New York Times. It is most inspiring and it did much to change
the course of my particular trend of thought at the time™,

We sympathize with you in your loss, Dick, and glad that
the Log was a comfort at the time when you needed the comforting,

I'sferring to what Dick said of the editorial in that issue
of the Log, it reminded me of another ome I saw some time ago that
might bear repeating, toos I had begun writing up the next Log, call-
ing this fellow and that one an "old-timer" - not in the sense of being
really old but more as an affectionate berme As that's when I saw this
article by Dr. F. Be Ford which said:

"Nobody grovis old by living a certain mumber of years.
They grow old by losing theirideals. It was something like
that, I think, that the Master had in mind in what wo call
the parable of the sower. Ne says that some lovely things
sprout and grow in tho soil of our lives. “For want of a
more adequate name let us call them ideals, ;

"Life can and doés assault the ideals we have of our-
selves, of our fellows, and of common life. ILife will take
our ideals away from us, and leave us old, if we let il

Agein and Again, I mect people who have put life in
the prisoner's bar and are judging it by the ovidence of one
experienco that has come o thoms Life is biggor than your
experionce of it, or mine. ’

Don't think thet the ond has come, or that your ideal
is in vein, because of a fow failures of your own, or of your
friends, or of the society to which you bolong. Wo can still
loso many battlos and still win the war. No failuro is final
until that failure which causes you %o surrenders

The tragedy’of our idoalism is that we serve it so poor-
ly that wo losc it, and whon we losc our ideals youth goss,
and age comos; wo thon belong to only our yostordays ond not
to tomorrow. Wo loavo tomorrow to other men who keep their
ideals «md their youth".

Maybo thot's a good thought for us to keop in mind bocauss
wo oll want €o retsin our youthfulness and our ideals. Maybe tho
writer folt that "whore thore is no vision, poople porish" and wonts
©ll who rocd his remarks to have life and "have it more abundantly",
