Like tho rosy
stroaks of dawn dispelling the darknéss of tho skies, and providing
‘tho antidote, come tho words of Paul, "Study to be quiet.," In
following tho eall wo shell be led to thosc "green pastures" to
those "still waters" which restore tho soul, helping to meko a world
of content and not discontont."
